anytime between 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. Your NJSGC guide will identify the native organisms
collected before releasing them back into the bay.

Nike Missile Radar Site Tour: Led by Army Nike veterans, learn about

the radar tracked supersonic missiles that guarded the New York-New Jersey
metropolitan area during the Cold War Era. Tours run from noon to 4 p.m.
